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CITIC Group bets on agricu
farming in Angola

The Chinese consortium that composes the CITIC Group are focussing
on state of the art agriculture and livestock farming in Angola, in turn
contributing to governmental efforts to increase food self
sufficiency and diversification of the economy of the nation.

Initial tests are being carried out on two farms in the North of the country, namely cereal and

vegetable production in the Province of Malanje and rice and livestock in Uige.

Liu Guigen, Director of operations of CITIC Group for Africa is quoted by the Xinhua news agency

stating that both farms are functioning as windows into modern farming in the country”.

The representative of the Chinese multinational also revealed that the cooperation between China
and Angola in the agriculture sector is still in its embryonic stage but will certainly be impulsed by its
implementation on new farms in other provinces.

“The Angolan government is keen for CITIC to establish more farms in other provinces”, explained the

Chinese businessman, adding that the farm in Pedras Negras, in the Province of Malanje has become
the largest “agricultural production unit in the history of Angola” , harvesting 20,000 tons of corn and

beans in the last two harvests.

In the Province of Uige, CITIC is running a farm focused on the production of rice in large scale and
the production of livestock for slaughter.

China intends to invest in the agricultural and livestock sectors, supporting the efforts of the
governing Angolan Executive to produce high-quality food in sufficient quantities to supply the
internal market as well as for export.

The CITIC Group entered into the Angolan market in 2008, contracted by the Government for the
construction industry. The Chinese multinational is currently responsible for the development of the
City of Kilamba, on the outskirts of Luanda, with over 20 thousand residential apartments.

De acordo com o Director de operacdes da CITIC para a Africa, Liu Guigen, citado pela agéncia de

noticias Xinhua, as duas fazendas “estdo a funcionar como vitrinas da agricultura moderna no pais”.

O responsdvel da multinacional chinesa revelou também que a cooperacao entre a China e Angola
no ramo da agricultura encontra-se numa fase embrionaria, mas deverd ganhar novo impulso com a

criagdo de novas fazendas em outras provincias.

“O Governo angolano quer que a CITIC estabeleca mais herdades modernas noutras provincias” -

explicou o empreséario chinés - acrescentando que a fazenda Pedras Negras, na provincia de
Malanje, tornou-se na maior “unidade de produg¢éo agricola na histéria de Angola”, com uma colheita

de 20 mil toneladas de milho e feijdo nas duas Ultimas colheitas.

Na Provincia do Uige, a CITIC estd a gerir uma fazenda vocacionada para a producao de arroz em

grande escala e a criagdo de animais para abate.

A China pretende investir nos ramos da agricultura e pecuaria em Angola, como forma de apoiar os
esforcos do Executivo angolano na producdo de alimentos de qualidade e em quantidade para o
mercado interno e para a exportagao.

O grupo CITIC entrou para o mercado angolano em 2008, contrado pelo governo para a execugao

de obras de construgdo civil. A multinacional chinesa é a responsavel pela edificacdo da Cidade do
Kilamba, arredores de Luanda, com mais de 20 mil apartamentos.
